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Age level of participants. 
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Personal and participants' goals for the project. 
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Methods, techniques, and skills you would use to achieve the goals. 
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How you would provide a learning sequence in the project. 
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Your reason or philosophy in taking your particular approaches. 
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Time and space requirements. 
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Necessary materials or facilities. 

3. Every project must include a minimum of one teacher in-service training. Describe ways you could assist teachers to continue your art form after the residency.
